



The Class sets the Star Finder to solve much of the SIGHT FORM blank fill in to rough answers before, entering GHA, SHA  LHA and AP LAT&LONG using the Nautical Almanac.. The WEB grid gives  near answers obtained from HO 229 for HC and ZN. As the Sight Form is filled out, the class learning is reinforced visually. The instructor can point out: Lat, Long, GHA, LHA, SHA, DEC on the Training Ade.
Two other Stars are worked on the form and they are also visually reinforced by the Star Finder.   [image: image1.png]ANTARES, 2 Minute SET UP using the Star Finder, help to fill in the Sight Form.

The first course taught “how to set up the 2 minute Star Finder.” Youcan find (rough information) the Height
computed (HC) Azimuth (ZN), assumed latitude and longitude, Local Hour Angle (LHA) of selected celestial body,
so that before you start the sight form problemyouhave a good idea of the refine accurate information needed on
the sight form. Star Finder set up, Feb 25=GMT22:24+08:12=Aries at 06:36.
