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TWO MINUTE STAR FINDER INSTRUCTIONS





Bird Eye view looking down at the NORTH POLE. 12:00 zero degrees Greenwich ENG. is the start of Longitude for the EAST & WEST hemisphere on the BASE DISK. On top of the BASE DISK is the HORIZON DISK, (WEB of 41N) with the NORTH-SOUTH (180) pointing to your LONGITUDE. The cross in the center is your position on earth of 41N 71W (NEWPORT) YOU set you HORIZON as above. On top of the HORIZON DISK is the STAR DISK with 57 brightest Stars. The STAR DISK is moved around your sky by ARIES. Your sky for any Month, Day & time can be set up to match the stars in your real sky by:, Finding the Month and Day on the outer RIM Sept 17 = 12:04 ( each degree =4 minutes of TIME. You decide what TIME to observe the sky. 08:56 GMT (desired time). Add together 12:04 for M&D,+08:56 and rotate ARIES to 21:04 for complete set-up.  �You can move Aries for any time and –subtract M:D (12:04) to find the GMT at the new time for Aries.�Newport is in the +5 time zone. SO you must add 5 hours to you local clock to get GMT. 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The Accuracy is greatly increased by placing the correct Latitude pin at 41N
